2. Students will understand how sound works and learn about notes, pitches, and how they
change in music.They will learn about concepts like Shruti, Swar, Andolan, Laya, and Taal,
including their types and characteristics.Students will acquire knowledge of basic musical
notes, scales, and octaves, and practice singing five Bhajans.

3. Students will learn about Raag, its rules, and different types, helping them appreciate Indian
classical music better.

4. Students will discover the lives of famous musician and understand their importance in music
history.
